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History

In March, 1981, with financial help from
the Ministry of Education of Ontario, and
under the determined effort and leadership of
Mrs. Francoise Lung, the London Chinese
School was officially established, guided by
the London District Catholic School Board.
The initial enrolment was 18 students.

Present enrolment reaches 450. We must not
forget that in the beginning, Mrs. Lung led the
teachers to work hard and build the school on
solid foundation. Those were the humble
beginnings leading to the admirable state of the
school today.
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Aims and Objectives

In following the Ministry of Education’s
guidelines, the programs at the school aim to
help maintain the continuance of Chinese
culture for students of Chinese heritage and to
develop appreciation of the culture for students
of non-Chinese heritage. The language
instruction programs aim to improve the ability
of the next Chinese generation to continue to
communicate in the mother tongue of their
parents. More urgently, with global integration
of economy and cultures firmly in place, the
global village is an ideal with which we must
embrace. It is very important to enable
students of Chinese heritage and non-Chinese
heritage alike to obtain the best Chinese
language education possible as well as the
ability to appreciate the cultural essence of
China.

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Programs and Extracurricular Activities
Mandarin and Cantonese Classes

1) Mandarin
From Kindergarten to Credit
classes—total 14 classes. Credit
classes—grade 9 to grade 12, part of
the 30 credit courses needed for
graduation and accepted for university
admission.

2) Cantonese
From Kindergarten to grade 8, total
classes — 10, with special classes
provided for high school students.



3) Special cultural classes may also be
provided for interested families and
students.

4) Extracurricular activities include
singing, theatre club, Chinese
calligraphy and painting, arts and crafts
as well as traditional Chinese art
classes.

5) Field trips and out- of- school
activities.

6) Summer school.
